Contributing to the improvement of the institutional framework and the development of a

legal corridor for Vietnam’s higher education

In the 2024-2025 academic year, the two National
Universities closely coordinated with ministries and
sectors, making an important contribution to the
Government’s promulgation of Decree No. 201/2025/Nb-
CP dated July 11, 2025, stipulating the functions, tasks,
and powers of national universities, to supersede Decree
No. 186/2013/ND-CP dated November 17, 2013 on national
universities. This marks a strategic turning point in the
development of Vietnam'’s higher education system. The
Decree not only demonstrates the special attention of the
Party, the State, the Government, the Ministry of Education
and Training, and other relevant ministries and sectors, but
also grants comprehensive autonomy to VNU-Hanoi and
VNU-HCM, creating a solid foundation for these institutions
to make strong breakthroughs in the new era.

According to Article 2 and Article 3 of the Decree, national
universities are granted a high level of autonomy in
training, scientific research, organizational structure,
finance, international cooperation, and high-quality
human resources development. Notably, national
universities have the authority to develop their own training
regulations, talent and advanced programs; engage in
extensive international partnerships, and mobilize science,
technology, and innovation resources to fulfill their national
development missions.

This Decree is an important legal instrument affirming the
position and special governance mechanism of national
universities within Vietnam’s higher education system.
On that basis, VNU-Hanoi continues to promote its role
as a strategic policy advisor, providing scientific evidence
for the formulation of policies on education and science
and technology development, while also serving as a focal
advisory body tothe Governmenton strategicissuesrelated
to governance reform, accreditation, finance, university
autonomy, and international rankings. Several key powers
of national universities are reaffirmed: (1) the authority to
connect and effectively mobilize scientific, technological,
and innovation resources; (2) enhanced decentralization,
enabling proactive management, allocation, and sharing of
internal resources; (3) autonomy in recruiting lecturers and
international experts, and in cooperating with enterprises;
(4) a modern governance system that ensures clear
decentralization and delegation of authority, coupled with
accountability to the Government and the Prime Minister;
and (5) priority state investment for national universities
to carry out national missions and promote regional
development.
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
