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Standardized undergraduate training better meets societal needs

VNU continued to innovate and develop its undergraduate
training toward standardization and stronger practical
relevance, responding more effectively to the needs of
society and the labor market, to enhance the quality
of high-level human resources with comprehensive
thinking and strong adaptability in the context of
digital transformation, international integration, and
the country’s socio-economic development. Academic
programs were designed with clearly defined learning
outcomes, emphasizing practical competencies,
professional skills, and learners’ adaptability.

VNU focused on reviewing, restructuring, and developing
academic programs to strengthen articulation and
interdisciplinarity, while adjusting the disciplinary
structure to align with socio-economic development
requirements. The structure of academic disciplines has
shifted distinctively toward prioritizing STEM fields, with
applied sciences, engineering, and technology programs
currently accounting for nearly 50% of total enrollment.
Over the next three years, VNU aims to increase this
proportiontoapproximately 65%, better meetingworkforce
demand in key sectors of the knowledge economy and the
process of industrialization and modernization.

Undergraduate programs are being adjusted to enhance

practical capacity and align with professional standards,
employer requirements, and domestic and regional
accreditation benchmarks, ensuring that graduates are
well prepared to participate effectively in the labor market.

In 2025, VNU launched several new undergraduate
programs in both science and technology, and social
sciences and humanities, such as Teaching Vietnamese
as a Foreign Language; Governance of Non-Traditional
Security; Customer Service and Healthcare Management;
and Communication Technology, etc. These programs
contribute to meeting diverse human resource needs in a
rapidly evolving socio-economic context.

Alongside the standardization of curricula, VNU has
strengthened the linkage between education and practice
by expanding cooperation with enterprises and social
organizations in curriculum development, internships,
and experiential learning. The promotion of foundational-
level internationalization through raising foreign language
learning outcomes, increasing the proportion of EMI
courses, and implementing program accreditation, has
helped VNU'’s undergraduate training increasingly aligned
with regional and international standards, better serving
the needs of learners and society.
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
