Internationalstandard and dual<egree programs

In the process of internationalizing higher
education, VNU identifies the development
of international-standard and dual-degree
programs as one of the key solutions to
enhancing education quality, strengthening
degree recognition, and enabling learners
to integrate into the global higher education
space. On this basis, VNU has gradually
expanded programs using foreign languages
as media of instructions, joint programs, and
dual-degree programs in collaboration ‘with
reputable international partners, while closely
aligning program development with regional
and international accreditation standards.

By 2025, more than 60 high-quality and
international joint . programs < had been
established across the VNU system, focusing
on natural sciences, technology, economics
and management, “social and
humanities, and languages. Many of these
programs are designed and implemented
with an outcomes-based approach aligned
with international standards and delivered
in English or other foreign languages,
thereby fostering a multicultural academic

sciences

environment and enhancing students’
international integration capabilities.

The - dual-degree and  international credit
recognition -~ model " continues to be
implemented. - effectively,  with an annual
enrollment of approximately 100 students.
In addition, 127 students have participated in
study and exchange programs and obtained
degrees at overseas partner institutions. At
the same time, internationally standardized
courses designed and delivered at VNU have
attracted 136 international students whose
credits are internationally recognized, further
demonstrating « VNU’s  capacity to deliver
programs that meet internationally recognized
standards.

Alongside the expansion of scale and program
modalities, VNU places strong emphasis on
the standardization "and quality assurance
of international-standard and dual-degree
programs. In.2025, a total of 153 academic
programs_were accredited, accounting for
46.79% of -all. programs eligible for quality
accreditation at VNU.
