Development of software and platform applications for administration, training, and research

» VNU portal has beenupgraded on anewtechnology platform
and officially launched on June 21, 2025, at https://vnu.edu.
vn. It features a modern, user-friendly design, integrates
data with the portals of member and affiliated units, and
enhances user experience. Currently, the portal is recording
an average of approximately 3,000 visits per day.

«VNU online public administrative procedures portal at
https://tthc.vnu.edu.vn is currently providing 25 out of 27
Level-3 administrative procedures. The system is being
further expanded to fully meet technical requirements for
end-to-end processing all administrative procedures under
VNU's authority completely electronically.

«The shared email system using Google Workspace
provides more than 220,000 accounts, with total usage
storage of 137 TB.

« The VNU-Office system has been deployed across VNU and
is interconnected with the national document exchange
platform. It has recorded over 240,000 outgoing documents,
271,000 incoming documents, and 102,000 digitally signed
documents, while supporting a wide range of management
and executive functions. The Base system managing
more than 13,000 tasks is integrated with VNU-Office, and
supports work progress tracking, task assigning, reminders,
related functions, etc.

«The HRM-Beta system, deployed in 2025, enables the
management of digital personnel records for faculty, civil
servants, officials, and employees (including declaration,
approval, and synchronization with the national database
on officials). To date, VNU has successfully synchronized
5,245 personnel records (achieving 100% coverage) with
the national database of the Ministry of Home Affairs. From
2026 onward, human resource management activities
(salary increment alerts, appointments, leave requests,
online work registration, staff evaluation, etc.) will be

conducted through this system.

«The Science and Technology management system,

implemented from 2025, has deployed core functions
including the registration of projects/tasks; declaration of
scientific publications; monitoring project implementation
progress; alerts for inspection and acceptance deadlines;
and support for statistics and reporting. Science and
technology data (projects, international publications) are
being standardized with a system managing information on
2,214 scientists, 543 projects, 50 strong research groups,
and laboratory systems across VNU. Digital signatures have
been deployed for all staff and for science and technology
tasks on the VNU-Office system over the past year.

The conference and workshop registration system has
been implemented since late 2024. The implementation
results in 2025 show that the system has received and
recorded 48 scientific conferences and workshops from
nine member units, contributing to greater transparency
in procedures and the standardization of organizational
processes across VNU.

The OneVNU mobile application for students supports
fast and effective access to information and provides the
following functions: support for teaching and learning
activities including attendance, timetables, credit-based
classes, academic results, digital learning resources;
student affairs including one-stop services, policies and
benefits, commendation, Q&A; and services and utilities
including digital maps, notifications, accommodation
information, handbooks, and field feedback. Currently,
40% of VNU’s member institutions are using the OneVNU
application and wish for more functions. The system
has recorded 8,300 installations on Android and 1,400
installations on i0S, with an average of approximately
300,000 login sessions per month.
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
