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11. Summary of the new findings of the thesis:
- The thesis dealing with issues relating to criminal responsibility for crimes of infringing the economic management regime from all theoretical and practical perspectives in order to give recommendations to improve the impossition of criminal responsibility for crimes of infringing the economic management regime in practice, meeting the requirements of combating and handling such crimes in recent context.

- The thesis justifies the necesity and the role of setting out criminal responsibility for crimes of infringing the economic management regime in the context of the economic development of Vietnam. It also confirms the use of criminal law as “the last resort” among different tools protecting the fair development of the economy and contributing to the effective prevention and punishment of economic crimes.   

- Based on analysis of relevant provisions in the Penal Code 1999, the thesis clarifies theoretical issues of criminal responsibility in terms of crimes of infringing the economic management regime.  

- The thesis studies broadly and deeply issues in terms of substantive criminal law (in other words criminal law provisions) on the criminal responsibility for crimes of infringing the economic management regime from both the content of law and satisfaction of theoretical requirements of criminal responsibility for crimes of infringing the economic management regime.

- The thesis studies and evaluates the practical application of criminal responsibility for crimes of infringing the economic management regime in Vietnam in order to draw “an actual  picture” of the situation of such application recently; evaluating the quality of criminal law application, identifying strengths and weaknesses as well as causes for such weaknesses in application of criminal responsibility for crimes of infringing the economic management regime recently.

- The thesis further set up principal directions to and gives recommendations for the improvement of the application of criminal responsibility for crimes of infringing the economic management regime in recent context.
12. The practical implications of the thesis:
- Through the research results, the thesis will contribute valuable knowledge on theories on crime and criminal responsibility in general, the criminal responsibility for crimes of infringing the economic management regime in particular.
- From an objective and comprehensive assessment on provisions of criminal law on criminal responsibility for crimes of infringing the economic management regime and their application by the courts in the whole country during the 11-year period (2005 - 2015), the results of the thesis hopefully contribute to the adjudication of economic crime cases, ensuring the correct treatment of guilt people with correct crimes under correct provisions of the law, as well as improving the imposition of criminal responsibility on such crimes, contributing to the prevention of and combating crimes of infringing the economic management regime.
- The recommendations in terms of improving the law, meanwhile, are useful references for Vietnamese law makers in further improvement, amendment and supplement of the Penal Code for criminal responsibility for crimes of infringing the economic management regime.
- In addition, the thesis can be used as a reference for the study and teaching of legal science in general, criminal law science, criminology in particular and for the officials who are practically working at the law enforcement agencies in handling with cases of crimes of infringing the economic management regime.
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
