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11. Summary of the new findings of the thesis:

- Assessment of the status change of Vietnam family culture today, on this basis, analysis of the issues raised in the transformation of Vietnam family culture today.

- Propose solutions primarily to promote positive changes and limit the negative changes of Vietnam family culture today.

12. Practical application, if any: 

The research results of the thesis contribute systematized, generalized theory about family culture, change of family culture. 

The research results of the thesis can use to study and teach issues related to family, family culture, change of family culture in the educational institutions and trainings in Vietnam today. 

13. Further research directions, if any: 

In the coming years, continue to researching:

- The change of values, cultural norms adjusted basic relationships in the family.

- The change of family culture in the ethnics; classes; areas: rural, urban, mountain and plain, etc.
